As the largest film market for independent films, the American Film Market perfectly
complements the ideals of TromaDance and has served as an excellent meeting ground
for contemporary independent minds.

Inspired by Trey Parker and founded in 1999 by Kaufman, TromaDance is the first film
festival wholeheartedly devoted to flmmakers and fans. Unlike every other film festival,
TromaDance does not charge filmmakers a fee to submit their films. Entrance to all
screenings is free and open to the public. The organizers of TromaDance believe that
films are meant to be seen, especially when it comes to new filmmakers.
